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THE DOCUMENTARY EVIDENCE OF THE DEPORTATION OF GERMANS FROM
THE TERRITORY OF STANISLAV REGION OF UKRAINE (1946)

Abstract. The article publishes and analyzes the documents of the Soviet special services
on the deportation of the group of Germans from Stanislav region (October—December 1946).
Eight documents presented in this article demonstrate the circumstances of the deportation of a
large group of Germans from the territory of Stanislav region of Ukrainian SSR in late
1946. These documents are stored in the State Archives of the Security Service of Ukraine.
These are official correspondence between the heads of institutions of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs (MIA) at various levels. The first of these documents is the report of one of
the executives of the Department of the MIA in Stanislav region, Hrytsenko, on the case of
the registration of Germans in Stanislav region who are subject to resettlement. It was
reported that 38 German families (34 men, 51 women, 70 children under the age of 16) live
in the Dolyna district of Stanislav region — a total of 155 people. They allegedly fled with
the German Army as early as 1944, but were intercepted by Red Army and sent home. The Soviet
authorities planned to send them to a special settlement in Aktubinsk region of Russia, but
temporarily used this group of Germans to build a railway station.

The Document Ne 3 is very important. The telegram was sent from Moscow to Kyiv on
November 14, 1946, ordering the German families from Stanislav region of the USSR to be
sent to a special settlement in the Mary Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic in Russia.
They were to be handed over to the Suslonger Forestry, which was a structural part of the
“Marybumles” Trust. Personal farms and cattle were allowed to be sold. Employees of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs of the USSR were obliged to find the required number of vans for
the deportation of Germans.

The conditions for organizing the deportation of these German families are disclosed in
other documents. In the end, according to L. Pastelnyak, the Deputy Head of the Anti-Banditry
Department of the Ministry of Internal Affairs in Stanislav region (document Ne §8), the echelon
with the Germans was sent from the Dolyna station on December 29, 1946. Unfortunately, we
do not know the circumstances of transporting the group of Germans to Suslonger railway
station, as well as the circumstances of their stay at the special settlements and the subsequent
fate after the liquidation of the special settlement system in the 1950-ies.

Thus, the published documents reveal some circumstances of the deportation of one and
a half hundred people of German nationality from the territory of Dolyna of Stanislav region to
Russia at the end of 1946. Of course, the operation carried out by the Soviet repressive authorities
should be called deportation, i.e. “‘forced eviction from the place of permanent residence of a
person, group of persons or people”. Documents are published in the original language (Russian)
in compliance with the necessary archaeographic requirements.

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Deportation was one of the key and most effective components of Soviet repression against
the population of the western regions of Ukraine in the first years after the end of the World War I1.
They were often carried out on a national basis: the victims of deportation were representatives of a
certain nationality who lived compactly in the western Ukraine. The most massive were the
deportations of Ukrainians (especially in October 1947), Poles (1944 — 1946) and Germans. In
fact, the latter were repressed by the Soviet authorities in view of the German-Soviet war, during
and after which the German settlers were considered the politically unreliable group. The deportation
of Germans also affected those settlers who lived on the territory of Stanislav (now Ivano-Frankivsk)
region of the Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic (hereinafter —the USSR). The documents found in
the archives make it possible to cover in more detail one of the episodes of the deportation of the
group of German residents from Stanislav region deep into Russia.

The deportation actions against the population of Stanislav region were investigated by I. Andrukhiv
and A. Frantsuz (Andrukhiv, Frantsuz, 2001), O. Andrukhiv (Andrukhiv, 2011), I. Bilas (Bilas, 1994),
V. IInytskyi (Ilnytskyi, 2016), 1. Pater (Pater, 2013; Pater, 2014), G. Reichling (Reichling, 1986), Ya. Stotskyi
(Stotskyi, 2016). Some documents related to the deportation of ethnic groups were published by
V. Sergiychuk (Sergiychuk, 1998). However, Professor V. Ilnytskyi found the documentary materials in
the Sectoral State Archives of the Security Service of Ukraine, which reveal the circumstances of the
deportation of more than 150 Germans from Stanislav region at the end of 1946.

The purpose of the article is to publish and analyze the documents of the Soviet special services on
the deportation of the group of Germans from Stanislav region (October—December 1946).

The German colonies in the western lands of Ukraine appeared in the Late Middle Ages.
However, after the annexation of Galicia to the Habsburg Empire, the German settlement of Ukrainian
lands became more active. As . Monolatiy notes, thanks to the encouraging policy of the Austrian
government in Galician towns and villages in the late X VIII —the first half of the XIX century many
German artisans and merchants settled, and 186 German colonies appeared in the countryside,
located mainly in the eastern part of Galicia. The Austrian government patronized the resettlement of
Galician Germans, residents of Prussia, Saxony, Bavaria, Luxembourg, Werttemberg, and other
German lands; Poland, the Czech Republic (Monolatiy, 2002: 10). Most German settlements with
the status of colonies were established in the central and foothills of Galicia. There were 83 colonies
within modern Lviv, Ivano-Frankivsk and Ternopil regions (Monolatiy, 2002: 11-12).

From 1782 to 1850, 14 German colonies were founded in the outskirts of Dolyna (Brochkiv,
Oblisky, Debelivka), in the mountain region (Engelsberg, Ludvikivka, Teresivka, Yamergstgal, Novyi
Mizun, Pechersdorf). It is known that in Debelivka on January 1, 1939 there were 49 houses where
145 Germans lived, 15 Ukrainians (workers who worked for wealthy German peasants), 5 Jews
(Kolonizatsiia, 2020). According to V. Kubiyovych’s statistical research, on January 1, 1939, 800
German colonists lived in the outskirts of Dolyna. More than 4,000 German colonists lived in the
countryside of Dolyna County (Kubiyovych, 1983:20-22).

Atthe initial stage of the World War II, when the Soviet Union occupied the western Ukrainian
lands, the fate of the Germans was determined by an agreement between the Soviet Union and Nazi
Germany. In 1940, 160,000 Germans were deported from Eastern Galicia, Volyn, and Northern Bukovyna
(Kolonizatsiia, 2020). Of course, a large part of the German settlers remained. Thus, it is known that in
July 1940, the Soviet repressive authorities (NKVD) planned to deport 7,992 people from the territory
of Drohobych region of the USSR, but 6,295 people were forcibly deported (Lutay, 2010).

In the conditions of the German-Soviet war, taking into account the rapid advance of the
Wehrmacht, the Soviet regime did not have time to deport Germans from the western Ukrainian
regions. Large-scale deportations of Germans were organized in the eastern and southern regions of
Ukraine (Martynenko, 2008; Lutay, 2010). However, in 1944, during the Red Army offensive, a
large part of the West Ukrainian Germans, realizing that they were facing Soviet repression, emigrated
to the West. However, not all German families managed to leave, so they became victims of the
deportation actions of Stalin’s government.
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Eight documents presented in this article demonstrate the circumstances of the deportation of
alarge group of Germans from the territory of Stanislav region in late 1946. These documents are
stored in the State Archives of the Security Service of Ukraine (HDA SBU. F. 2. Inv. 105 (1951).
Case41: 1-24). These are official correspondence between the heads of institutions of the Ministry
of Internal Affairs (MIA) at various levels. The first of these documents is the report of one of the
executives of the Department of the Ministry of Internal Affairs in Stanislav region, Hrytsenko, on
the case of the registration of Germans in Stanislav region who are subject to resettlement (the
document is dated October 26, 1946). It was reported that 38 German families (34 men, 51 women,
70 children under the age of 16) live in the Dolyna district of Stanislav region —a total of 155 people.
They allegedly fled with the German army as early as 1944, but were intercepted by Red Army and
sent home. The Soviet authorities planned to send them to a special settlement in Aktubinsk region
of Russia, but temporarily used this group of Germans to build a railway station. By 1946, most
German families had a household (including cows and horses), worked in enterprises and agriculture
(HDASBU. F. 2. Inv. 105 (1951). Case 41: 1).

This message was considered by the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the USSR and on October
30, the head of the Anti-Banditry Department Colonel Roman Sarajev (Kyiv) sent a letter to the Chief of
the Main Directorate of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the USSR Anti-Banditry Lieutenant General
Alexander Leontiev (Moscow) asking to state the plan of the deportation of this group of Germans to a
special settlement. At the same time, the letter was not about 38, but 34 families, but the total number of
family members was indicated as before — 155 people (HDA SBU. F. 2. Inv. 105 (1951). Case 41: 2).
The telegram was sent from Moscow to Kyiv on November 14, 1946, ordering the German families
from Stanislav region of the USSR to be sent to a special settlement in the Mary Autonomous Soviet
Socialist Republic (Mary ASSR) in Russia. They were to be handed over to the Suslonger Forestry,
which was a structural part of the “Marybumles’ Trust. Personally, farms and cattle were allowed to be
sold. Employees of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the USSR were obliged to find the required number
of'vans for the deportation of Germans (HDA SBU. F. 2. Inv. 105 (1951). Case 41: 3).

At the end of November 1946, the Deputy Minister of Internal Affairs of the USSR Ivan
Loburenko received a message from the Department of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Stanislav
region. It was about the need to provide 7 vans to Dolyna station on December 12 for the deportations
of 155 Germans (HDA SBU. F. 2. Inv. 105 (1951). Case 41: 6). Then, on December 6, 1946, 1.
Loburenko addressed the commander of the 35th convoy division of the internal troops of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs of the USSR, Petro Sydoryk, with the request to provide a convoy to
accompany the “special contingent” (HDA SBU. F. 2. Inv. 105 (1951). Case 41: 8). On December
11, 1946, the Deputy Minister of Internal Affairs of the USSR V. Ryasnoy appealed to the head of
the transportation department of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the USSR D. Arkadyev to provide
10 covered vans for the deportation of Germans from Dolyna. At the same time, his letter was
addressed to the Minister of Internal A ffairs of the Mary ASSR Mikhailo Markeev, informing him of
the planned action (HDA SBU. F. 2. Inv. 105 (1951). Case 41: 9).

However, the case of deportation was somewhat delayed. The convoy (8 military) was sent
from Lviv only on December 14. In the end, according to L. Pastelnyak, the Deputy Head of the
Anti-Banditry Department of the Ministry of Internal Affairs in Stanislav region (document Ne §), the
echelon with the Germans was sent from the Dolyna station on December 29, 1946. During the
loading, two people escaped and were searched. The echelon was provided with fuel and food for
20 days (HDASBU.F. 2. Inv. 105 (1951). Case 41: 14, 24). Unfortunately, we do not know the
circumstances of transporting the group of Germans to Suslonger railway station, as well as the
circumstances of their stay at the special settlements and the subsequent fate after the liquidation of
the special settlement system in the 1950-ies.

Thus, the published documents reveal some circumstances of the deportation of one and a
half hundred people of German nationality from the territory of Dolyna of Stanislav region to Russia
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at the end of 1946. We assume that these were settlers living on the outskirts of Dolyna. Of course,
the operation carried out by the Soviet repressive authorities should be called deportation, i.e.
“forced eviction from the place of permanent residence of a person, group of persons or people”
(Bazhan, 2004: 335). Documents are published in the original language (Russian) in compliance
with the necessary archacographic requirements.
