FORMATION AND DEVELOPMENT OF THE BYZANTINE LITERATURE WITHIN
THE LATE ANTIQUITY AND EARLY MIDDLE AGES:
SOURCE-HISTORIOGRAPHIC ASPECT

The article examines the formation and main stages of Byzantine literature in the late
Antiquity and the Early Middle Ages (IV-XII c.) in the context of phenomenological highlighting
its genre and textual features. The emphasis is on primary sources, historiographical perspective.
However, the author illuminates the spiritual and ideological orientations and ethical priorities
of Byzantine literary tradition, the most famous Byzantine analyzes the works of writers, poets,
historians, theologians and polemicists. In line with the characteristics of the phenomenon of Byzantine
literature during its formation and the first archetypal stages of development undertaken in the light
of major general historical events that took place in the Eastern Roman Empire (Byzantium) from its
founding to the era of the Crusades, the author also examines the main types and forms of
contemporary Byzantine literature, their aesthetic orientation and Orthodox didactics. Finally,
on the basis of civilized society in the Byzantine era highlighted, the author exposes the essential
component analysis Byzantine literature, which for centuries had a predisposition to certain
social and religious transformation and change in ideological and motivational principles aimed
at building a well-established vectors of official imperial culture.

In addition, author in an article focuses on differences of Late pagan literature of early
Christian writings. In particular, he notes that Christian rhetoric-sophists tried to build on the
ruins of pagan new content, but the shape on the base of the old culture. In a typical example
highlights the role of activity the school of Gaza, where for IV-VI centuries blossomed and
developed the same genre that successfully developed in the old pagan schools. When creating
works of Christian content and direction rhetoric hazka school filled their comparisons with
the heroes of Greek mythology and historical details of classical pagan times.

On the other hand, the author stresses that the process of assimilation originally Christian
literature genre forms and methods, verbal expression have been developed pagan literature,
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and the gradual break it most clearly observed in Christian poetry in definite period. Next
Byzantine Orthodox development - both ecclesiastical and secular - literature in all its genres
differences occurred in aligning most common ancient literary models focused on strengthening
the spiritual and philosophical, moral and ethical priorities, common in the Byzantine (Eastern
Roman) society.

ANTI-STATISTS AND UKRAINIAN PEASANTRY IN 1900s:
THE HISTORIOGRAPHY OF THE ISSUE

The article is focused on the survey of the interaction between anarchist organizations
and Ukrainian peasantry performed by Soviet, Ukrainian and Russian historians. In this respect,
two historiographic tendencies are distinguished: Soviet, with adverse orientation on program
targets and tactics of anti-statists (the quotes of V.Lenin and J.Stalin are cited as an examples
which soviet authors were looked about) and contemporary, which is based on reasonable
understanding of anarchists’ views on reaching communist society via revolutionary way,
annihilation of state and its institutions, securing of human freedom and affordability of material
and cultural wealth (short visions of the future society arrangement made by famous anarchist
theorists, such as M. Bakunin and P. Kropotkin, are provided). The emphasis is made on the
description by historians of anarchists’ activity in Chernigov, Podolia, Poltava, Ekaterinoslav
and Kherson Governorates. Particularly, actual instances of the agitation beginning amongst
peasants by the members of Nizhyn group of anti-statists, creation by them of a range of
federations for involvement of rural dwellers, organization in the countryside of meetings and
assaults on representatives of czarist administration, landlords and capitalists are revealed.
Major attention is paid to the description of the “Poor Peasants Union” activity in Huliaipole
in 1906-1908, which future leader of The Revolutionary Insurrectionary Army of Ukraine Nestor
Makhno had art and part in. The author proves that this particular chapter of anarchists’
history is the most high-lighted in historical literature out of the whole complex of data concerning
the anti-statists’ performance in rural area.

It is noted that contemporary Ukrainian historians (V. Volkovynskyi, O. Lebedenko,
V. Savchenko) have found out the attributes of “peasant anarchism”: the tactics of anarchists
in the countryside differed from the activity of the rest Left by more clear and specific support of
peasant destructive actions, the border between “fundraising” or “anarchic” motives usually
wasn t traced, the groups went in for expropriations, which to some extent lapped over their
revolutionary content (however, peasant anarchists themselves denied “wanton” character of
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the terror, low level of theoretical training was peculiar to peasant group members,while hands-
on experience was prevailing: the ability to shoot, fight, disguise, observe conspiracy, etc. The
historians underline particular national colour of Ukrainian “peasant anarchism”. According
to V. Volkovynskyi and O. Lebedenko, the expansion of anti-statist ideas was favoured by
“anarchic mentality” of Ukrainian peasantry (immanent orientation of Ukrainian farmers toward
liberty, which had not been knocked out of their conscious during serfdom period), freedom-
loving traditions living in peasantry from Zaporozhian Sich times, as well as anti-statist
egalitarian ideas of former affluent religious group of Dukhobors.

In this context, top
priority for researchers is study the materials stored in the funds of archives. The study of
archival documents is essential to study such a not ordinary personality in Ukrainian history as
V. Chornovil. Therefore in this article examines which information about V. Chornovil can be in
the funds of the Central Archives of Public Organizations of Ukraine (TSDAHO of Ukraine).
Sources revealed in TSDAHO of Ukraine contain a significant and diverse information. They
cover different periods of his life and areas of activity. In them there is information about his
parents, tuition, work in the media, public-political activity, and also features of investigative
and judicial actions above it in the late 1960s and early 1970s. This large complex source
material still awaits a thorough scientific study.

Historical
problem will be comprehensively the reconstructed provided the detection and use of various
sources [1, p. 11; 2, p. 73].

In this context, top priority for researchers is study the materials stored in the funds of
archives. The study of archival documents is essential to study such a not ordinary personality
in Ukrainian history as V. Chornovil. About his life and activity stored of numerous documents
in various archives. However, on this moment in scientific publications has not is analyzed,
which documents are stored in the funds of various archives. Therefore, make a review article
about the presence aforementioned materials and documents in the archives is very relevant.
Therefore in this article examines which information about V. Chornovil can be in the funds of
the Central Archives of Public Organizations of Ukraine (TSDAHO of Ukraine). The value of
the article lies in the fact that it will promote in-depth study of personality V. Chornovil.

Active public activity of V. Chornovil in the 1960s can explore using the documents
stored in TSDAHO of Ukraine in the fund General Department of the Central Committee of
the Communist Party (f. 1, descriptions 24 and descriptions 25). At of available are here the
letters, that their sent to the Central Committee of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union,
which have been signed by the first secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party
P. Shelest, in reports of the Head of the Supreme Court of the USSR, General Prosecutor of
the Ukrainian SSR, the Head of the State Security Committee (KGB) under the Council of
Ministers of the USSR, in reports of workers of the Central Committee of the Communist
Party ofthe action taken on implementation resolution of the Presidium of the Central Committee
of the Communist Party on combating with dissidents contains information about participation
of V. Chornovil in events of protest against the of arrests and court hearings over of representatives
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of Ukrainian intelligentsia in the 1965-1966 biennium. In particular, in the message to the Central
Committee of the Communist Party first secretary of the Lviv Regional Committee of the
Communist Party Vladimir Kutsevol reported about participation V. Chornovil in the trial over
of'the brothers Gorin, M. Zvarychevska and M. Osadchiy where he not only expressed outrage
over what is happening lawlessness, but refused to testify. In the message of the Supreme
Court of USSR V. Zaichuk, Prosecutor of USSR F. Glukhov, Head of the KGB under the
Council of Ministers of the USSR Vladimir Nikitchenko is written, that through a “provocative
behavior” V. Chornovil at the trial he was deleted by from the courtroom and the court accepted
separate decision on bringing V. Chornovil to criminal responsibility. With the notification to the
Central Committee of the Communist Party Consultant of Science and Culture of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party V. Kostyuchenko implies that V. Chornovil fired from his
job in the newspaper “Friend of the reader” within the government campaign against
“objectionable” to her persons. In these documents are contained remarks about the availability
defamatory of data on the Chornovil, which could be grounds for his arrest.

In the fund 1 TSDAHO of Ukraine is saved materials which touch the criminal case of V.
Chornovil 1967. Different visions of trial above V. Chornovil, expressions of public protests
seen fromthe letter I. Dziuba, 1. Svitlychny, N. Svitlychna, L. Kostenko and A. Horska to the
first secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party P. Shelest. Chornovil’s position
concerning the opening of criminal proceedings against him through writing books “Justice or
relapses of terror?” and “Woe from Wit” and a court verdict disclosed in its materials that are
stored in the archive. In the case no. 6306 (p. 1, descriptions 24) contained the text “Last
words Chornovil in court” [6, sheet 67-73], in the case no. 6426 of the same description
kept original the statement of V. Chornovil to the Communist Party Central Committee, the
Presidium of the Supreme Soviet, Procuracy of USSR [7, sheet 94-98]. Important for
researchers have documents about the publication and dissemination abroad oflabours of V.
Chornovil. Regarding the content of these books to the Soviet authorities and diplomatic
representatives sent numerous letters, petitions and statements that are now in the case no.
6455 (f. 1, descriptions 24) [8, sheet 25-89]. Draws attention that among of authors the letters
were “progressive” representatives of the Ukrainian Diaspora, which favourably behaved to
Soviet power in Ukraine. In particular, the President Association of help of workers of Canada
A. Beletsky sent a such letter to the First Secretary ofthe Communist Party P. Shelest. In this
letter A. Bileckiy, not doubting in submitted in labours of V. Chornovil facts, asks to explain
him, why the similar takes in Ukraine.

Materials of case no. 106 (f. 1, descriptions 25) testify that by a person V. Chernovol
and his labours became interested soviet diplomats who asked the central organs to give them
necessary information, as its absence has complicated their work abroad [10]. This is stated in
the information note to the representative of the Ukrainian SSR in Commission on Human
Rights of the United Nations (UN), prof. P. Nedbaylo, letters Soviet Ambassador to Canada I.
Shpedko, Minister of Foreign Affairs of the USSR D. Belokolos and others. In these documents
also there is detail information about which the media have placed articles and media materials
about his book and which actions of protest were held. Materials of soviet diplomats testify
that they not only gave information on the progress of wide measures of protest, caused by the
works V. Chornovil, but also were recommended publish in the press incriminating articles on
V. Chornovil. In the documents ofthe case no. 106 (f. 1, descriptions 24) and case no. 2 (f. 1,
descriptions 10) [3] there are information on measures to neutralize the impact of the works of
the author in the West. Similar deceptive measures against V. Chornovil again been deployed
abroad after participating of V. Chornovil in the protection V. Moroza, as evidenced by the
documents of the case no. 546 (f. 1, descriptions 25) [11].
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Mass arrests and trials of 1972-1973 years led to appearance of new numerous
documents, where there are the last name V. Chornovil. About him speech goes above all
things in letters to CK of KPRS of the first secretary of CK of KPU of P. Shelest, where the he
informs about the arrest of V. Chornovil and other persons (f. 1, descriptions 25, case no. 64)
[9]. Among other documents there are a notification of Minister of justice of Ukrainian SSR V.
Zaichuk to CK of KPU about completion of trial above V. Chornovil from April, 16 in 1973 (f.
1, descriptions 25, case no. 877). In a fund 1, description 10, case no. 1398 results found
informative material about a “fight against the nationalistic, anti-soviet displays” of authorship
of'the first secretary of CK of KPU V. Scherbickogo from April, 23 of 1973; this document
became an object, so to say, final discussion of results of repressive campaign 1972-1973 on
meeting of politburo of CK of KPU on April, 23 in 1973 [4, sheet 38-45]. In him the last name
of V. Chernovola is repeatedly mentioned as one of leading figures of motion of resistance, or
as speech goes in material V. Scherbickogo, “groups of Ukrainian nationalists from the
intelligentsia - the so-called "men of the sixties”.

In a significant number of archival documents there are information on publications in
foreign media materials about the arrest of Chornovil and others, and public reaction to them.
These documents were prepared workers of the permanent establishment of USSR to the UN,
Minister of Foreign Affairs of the USSR G. Shevel, First Secretary of the Embassy of the
USSR in Canada B. Lapytskyy, Third Secretary of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs ofthe USSR
Y. Kostenko et al. They noted in particular that of the arrest of Chornovil and others during the
session of the Chamber of Representatives of Congress spoke during the G. Uelstotski and D.
Rarika and Senator of the Parliament of Canada P. Yuzyk supported idea of the reprint of the
magazine “Ukrainian Journal” abroad.

In the funds of TSDAHO of Ukraine is a large array of documents and materials that
reveal the activity of Chornovil in various public and political associations. Such materials and
documents are stored in the fund of 270 “People’s Movement of Ukraine [12], fund of 271
“Ukrainian Republican Party” [12] and fund of 272 “Democratic Party of Ukraine” [16]
TSDAHO of Ukraine.

In TSDAHO of Ukraine there are documents about V. Chernovola as an initiator and
member of public-political organizations. In a fund 1, descriptions 32 and fund 271 are saved
materials about his work on creation of the Ukrainian Helsinki union in 1988-1989.

In TSDAGO of Ukraine have materials about position of power in relation to UGS, its
attempt to liquidate this organization, prevent V. Chornovil to create an organizational network.
Also stored materials about the trial over the V. Chornovilin 1989 [15].

The discovered documents, in which were illuminated the attitude UGU, including
Chornovil, to the creation of NRU [14]. In the fund of 270 there are materials about participating
V. Chornovil in creation of Ruh, about the attempt of representatives of its moderate of part
did not give V. Chornovil to make a speech on Constituent Assembly of NRU as one of a
group ofradicals of NRU. In the documents the fund o270 and the fund of 272 “Democratic
Party of Ukraine” there are information about reorganization NRU with public-political
organization into a political party, there are also information about vision of this question from
the side of leaders of different parties, and also V. Chornovil.

Considerable complex of materials of fund 270 TSDAHO of Ukraine highlights the work
of Chornovil on position of chapter of NRU from 1992 to 1999 year. It is various instructional
materials, decisions, resolutions, appeals, reports, protocols of meetings of the Central wire,
Small and Large councils, Allukrainian collections, faction of NRU in Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine
and others. Among them are suggestions, informative and analytical messages of workers of
different departments of the party apparatus head of NRU, information about journeys V.
Chornovil by to regional organizations of party, materials about participating of V. Chornovil in
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development of election principles, program and statute of Ruh and others like that. In some
documents reflected the crisis in the party, the process of schism and participated in these
events V. Chornovil.

Period work V. Chornovil as chairman of the Lviv regional council is widely reflected in
the documents that are stored in the funds of 1, descriptions 11, 20, 32 and also in funds o270
and 271 TSDAHO of Ukraine. They derived from the republican and local organs of power,
party and public organizations and others like that. In the documents of these funds there is
information about participating of V. Chornovil in preparation of the first meeting of regional
soviet; realization of decisions of regional soviet about national symbolism, press, religion,
draft campaign to the soviet army; about features confrontation of Regional Council under the
leadership of V. Chornovil with ruling in a country communist party, about actions of V. Chornovil
during the exacerbation political situation in the country in autumn 1990; about participating of
V. Chornovil in formation of Committee of public consent and Galician Assembly; about initiative
of V. Chornovil organize referendum in Galichina in relation to the relation of population to
independence of Ukraine in March of 1991; about the actions of V. Chernovola during the
August putsch in 1991 and also his actions to curb the activities of the Communist Party in Lviv
region and others.

Participating of V. Chornovil in a presidential campaign in 1991 and in the elections to the
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine in 1990, 1994, 1998 and also activity in Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine is represented in the funds of 1, descriptions 32 and in the funds 0of 270, 271, 272
TSDAHO of Ukraine. In them there is information about his nomination for president and a
parliamentary deputy, and also about electoral program, command, process of the election
campaigns, negotiations with other political forces and others like that. Especially a lot of materials
about the activities of Chornovil in the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine there are funds of 270.

Business correspondence Chornovil as head of NRU is stored in the funds of 270. There
are letters of V.Chornovil, which were addressed to the political parties and public-political
organizations, law enforcement authorities and organs of power.

Consequently, large number of documentary materials of V. Chornovil or related to him
saved in the various funds of TSDAHO of Ukraine. Sources revealed in TSDAHO of
Ukraine contain a significant and diverse information. They cover different periods of his
life and areas of activity. In them there is information about his parents, tuition, work in
the media, public-political activity, and also features of investigative and judicial actions
above it in the late 1960s and early 1970s. This large complex source material still awaits a
thorough scientific study.
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TOPICALISSUES OF THE HISTORY OF CIVIL OFFICIALDOM
IN UKRAINE AT THE END OF THE EIGHTEENTH - THE FIRST HALF
OF THE NINETEENTH CENTURIES*

The author emphasizes the importance of the historical research of the civil officialdom in
the Ukrainian lands during the period of the Russian Empire. The range of the most under-
investigated aspects of this subject has been specified: social structure of Ukrainian
officialdom, the process of Ukrainian service elite’s joining into the bureaucracy of the
Russian Empire in the end of the eighteenth century, education level of the state officials in
the Ukrainian lands; types of violations and abuses and their reasons,; officials’
encouragement system. The conclusion is made that during the second half of the eighteenth
century — first half of the nineteenth century Ukrainian civil servants managed to save a
number of specific features of sociocultural nature which distinguished them against the general
background of the Russian Empire bureaucracy.

Studying the history of Ukraine and its nation-building at the end of the eighteenth— the first
half ofthe nineteenth centuries most of the researchers paid little attention either to local regional and
national differences of sociocultural nature or to administrative sphere. Mainly, the scientists focused
on factual data — events which took place within this period in the territory of Ukraine as a part of the
Russian Empire. To some extent, such approaches interrupt the connections between the components
of'the continuous process of Ukrainian nation- and state-building. Processes which took place in the
Ukrainian society in the end of the eighteenth— nineteenth centuries are difficult to connect to state-
building process of the middle of the seventeenth— the second half of the eighteenth centuries and the
events at the beginning of the twentieth century. Thus, their cause-and-effect relationship is broken.

In order to solve these problems social relations in the Ukrainian lands, specific characteristics
of Ukrainian society or its separate spheres (mentality, sociocultural level, etc.) should be investigated
profoundly. In current work the emphasis is placed on such social group as officialdom of Ukraine;
its socio-cultural and socio-professional characteristics, the process of joining to the Russian Empire
bureaucratic environment at the end of the eighteenth — beginning of the nineteenth century, conditions
of service in state institutions of the Russian Empire were also analyzed by the author.

There are many researches on the history of the officialdom of the Russian Empire. However,
the number of works devoted to the civil officialdom in Ukraine is scarce. In pre-Soviet, Soviet and
foreign historiography this issue was not specially nvestigated or the scientists referred to it tangentially
(Z. Kohut, D. Beauvois, etc.) [2; 11; 12; 14; 22]. Their groundworks had a positive influence on
the development of modern Ukrainian historiography of national officialdom. During the last two
decades a number of studies revealing different aspects of state service on the Ukrainian lands under
the Russian Empire and describing Ukrainian officials’ private life and conditions of their service
came into being [3; 8; 19;31; 32].

Source base ofthe outlined range of problems consists of published and archive documents.
Among the published sources the most interesting ones are represented by the memorials of people
who served in public institutions in the Ukrainian lands, government regulations, which specifically
coordinated the relations in bureaucratic environment on the lands of Left-bank, Southern and Right-
bank Ukraine, published service records. The most informative, though, are the archival records,
which are stored in central and state archives of Ukraine and Russia. Mostly, they are represented
by official documents of different state institutions and personal materials of officials.

Currently, among the most challenging and under-investigated problems connected to the
history of the civil officialdom in Ukraine during the Russian Empire period the following issues could
be distinguished:

- the problem of a person social origin in the state service system of the Russian Empire and
the ways of its solution in the Ukrainian lands;

- incorporation of Ukrainian administrative layer into imperial bureaucratic system;

- education influence on officials’ proficiency and carrier opportunities;

- specification of the most common violations and abuses among the officialdom, investigation
ofthe reasons of these negative phenomena and the methods of their control;
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- the system of rewards and encouragements applied to the officials of civil institutions including
those in the Ukrainian lands.

Let’s briefly focus on the listed above aspects of Ukrainian civil officialdom history during the
second halve of'the eighteenth— first half of the nineteenth centuries.

The question ofa social origin of a person who was trying to climb the state service career
ladder was always pressing for the government of the Russian Empire. State posts at all times were
a prerogative of the privileged social strata. For a long time government system and social structure
of'the Ukrainian lands differed from Russian ones. This caused certain peculiarities of joining of
socially diverse Ukrainian service segment to the bureaucracy of the Russian Empire. The politics
conducted by the Russian government in the Ukrainian lands at the end of the eighteenth— the
beginning of the nineteenth centuries concerning the solution of civil officials’ social origin problem
differed from the measures taken in this sphere in many other regions of the Empire, particularly in
originally Russian Governorates (Guberniyas). Almost up to the last quarter of the eighteenth
century the majority of the administrative machine in the Ukrainian lands consisted of the
descendants of Cossacks (in regiments, sotnias), burgess (in city institutions) and clergy. From
the end of the eighteenth century the bureaucracy of the Russian Empire began to expand
rapidly and often there were not enough people with corresponding education and who wanted
to do state service (especially characteristic of bottom institutions). This problem could partly be
solved by attracting representatives of Ukrainian service stratum to civil state service since theyhad
comparatively high education level; wanted to get to the state service themselves (even on low
positions); had bigger share of nobles, than in Russia, which gave the possibility at least to try to give
noble tone to bureaucracy (Russian Government until Alexander II reform wouldn’t leave the attempts,
though unsuccessful, to keep nobility monopoly).

The society structure on the Ukrainian lands differed from Russian. In Ukraine there were
nobility, Cossack starshyna (foremen), representatives of higher clergy, who referred to elite and
had more rights. Nevertheless, peasants, burgess, merchants, lower clergy, regular Cossacks
according to the old Lithuanian, Polish and Cossack legislation obtained certain rights and privileges,
including for the state service. They could change their social status and even join the ranks of elite.
Liquidating the rests of Ukrainian autonomy, Russian government for a certain time saved some old
rules of the Ukrainians. Limiting the rights of peasants, burgess, merchants and clergy for state
service, the government didn’t apply such restrictions to Cossacks — the stratum which could be
quite easily joined. Taking advantage of this, some people from lower social groups could get into
state service [7, p. 82].

The process of Ukrainian officials’ integration (in left-bank Ukrainian region) into the Russian
Empire bureaucracy was followed by the division of Ukrainian (Cossack) military-civil government
model into separate military and civil branches; active engaging of certain Ukrainian social
groups into imperial civil service. People expressed desire to hold the positions in Russian state
institutions since state service allowed them to secure their privileged status or attain it through
the service. The government widely used the practice of awarding the Ukrainians with Russian
ranks according to The Table of Ranks, which created the feeling of belonging to Russian
Imperial bureaucracy [13; 23-30]. But there were many people who gave preference to old
Ukrainian ranks, considering that they supposed more privileges and liberties, than Russian
ones (in the past it was exactly that way) [15, p. 313-326; 16, p. 299-305, 359-371, 399-
400; 17, p. 299-306, 369-380, 410-418; 18, p. 310-317, 387-399, 429-445]. During the
last quarter of the eighteenth century Russian government legislatively prohibited to use old
Ukrainian ranks [21]. Final integration of Ukrainian service stratum with Imperial bureaucracy
took place around the beginning of the nineteenth century.
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It was impossible to provide sufficient quantity of educated officials only by Ukrainian
constituent. The nature of the education provided in the Empire up to the end of the eighteenth
century could not entirely satisfy the demands of the times. Sophistication of bureaucratic
functions, differentiation of civil state officials according to the specifics of duties performed by
them (proceedings, law enforcements functions, financial control, administrating, etc.) required
the establishment of fundamentally new education system. Development of education reform
and its implementation delayed for a long time, though. The descents of privileged social groups
were preferably accepted to newly created general educational establishments of local level
(narodni uchylyshcha), but the nobles often didn’t want to study since they could get the positions
and obtain the ranks without education. Besides, the government could not organize the sufficient
quantity of educational institutions.

In this time religious and secular educational institutions which operated in the Left- and the
Right-bank Ukrainian lands became for the Russian government an alternative source of state service
specials provision. Quite many people studied there and most of them wanted to join the state
service in future. Thus, they partly covered state requirements in educated officials. In this respect,
Kyivan Theological Academy and Seminary, Kharkiv Seminary, Chernihiv collegium and other played
important role. They were the main suppliers of, if not professional officials, than at least prepared
for the state service better, than the graduates of other educational institutions or those with home
education or without it [7, p. 114-118].

With the development of education system in the Empire at the first half of the nineteenth
century the possibilities of the descendants of different social groups for getting education were
universalized in the entire state. The education itself was called to work exceptionally in the interests
of state, namely to protect the interests of the Caesarism. But the Ukrainian lands for a long time
continued to maintain the status ofthe key supplier of educated human resources for the various
positions in state institutions. Here was the biggest quantity of those who wanted to study (the
same situation was also in the regions subordinated to Vilna education district). Secular
educational institutions, particularly Kyiv and Kharkiv Universities, Krzemieniec Lyceum, Prince
Bezborodko’s Gymnasium of Higher Learning in Nizhyn, Richelieu lyceum in Odessa, became
the most popular. Thus, Ukrainian educational institutions considerably favoured the promotion
of general education level of state officials in the Russian Empire at the end of the eighteenth
century — the first half of the nineteenth century. This influenced the increase ofthe overall
proficiency ofthe officialdom. Moreover, in many educational institutions in the Ukrainian lands
pedagogical specialists were prepared.

The officials of the public education branch were a separate component of bureaucracy in the
Russian Empire. The specifics of their service differed significantly from standard bureaucratic functions
assigned to state officials. In the same time they enjoyed all the privileges proper to the officialdom.
Scholastic service differed from any other by the officials’ education level. Even after the cancellation
of'the examinations for the rank, certain education qualification requirements continued to be applied
at employment of public education department officials. This type of service wasn’t popular among
the nobility. That’s why the majority of teachers in the most educational institutions on the Left-bank
and the South Ukrainian lands of the Russian Empire at the end of the eighteenth— the beginning of
the nineteenth century consisted of the representatives of clergy while the descendants of other
social groups were far less numerous [6]. Eventually, the government attempted to limit the access
to teaching positions for the unprivileged population strata. But the amount of the nobility
representatives had been increasing very slowly in this sphere. The situation on the Right-bank
Ukrainian lands joined to the Russian empire in the last years of the eighteenth century was contrary.
Here the pedagogical officialdom almost completely consisted of the nobility representatives. But
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since 1830s the Russian government adopted a series of measures resulting in diversification of local
pedagogical officials’ status. As consequence, a lot of noblemen officials lost their status and were
included into less privileged social strata.

Violations and abuses during the performance of duties were common in the officialdom
environment. Their range was extremely wide. They affected the interests of entire society. It favoured
the emerging of a negative image ofan official in the society. Failure ofthe imperial government to
conduct effective struggle with these phenomena in bureaucratic environment during many decades
only fixed such image. In the memorials of many contemporaries, works of Ukrainian and Russian
writers of that time violations and abuses among state servants were extensively criticized and satrized
[4, p. 64-65; 10, p. 68]. Such “constantly negative” image of a state official resulted in perception
of'the most widely spread violations, especially bribery, as normal.

The reasons of negative phenomena which took place in the bureaucracy of the Russian
Empire, particularly, in the Ukrainian lands, can’t be looked for only in personal qualities of the
officials-violators. Thus, the causes of sociocultural, economic and historical nature influenced mmnor
violations, major abuses or crimes in bureaucracy. These factors affected the behavior of Ukrainian
officials, but they could be not a result of political, cultural, socioeconomic development of specifically
Ukrainian society. For example the practice of “kormlenie” has Russian roots and to certain extend
influenced the development of bribery in Ukraine [1; 7, p. 223-225; 20].

In the Ukrainian lands from the end of the eighteenth century the officials of state institutions
for unsatisfactory performance of their duties were most often punished with penalties, dismissals,
etc. At the first half ofthe nineteenth century rather light punishments were applied to guilty officials.
Moreover, consideration of judgments extended for a long time or the violators could even be
justified. To some extent it evidences the desire of the government whatever it takes (even ignoring
negative phenomena which took place in bureaucratic environment) to defend the “esprit de corps”
of'the officials, who were actually the representatives and the holders of the power. The punishments
preferably concerned the officials of lower level.

Different encouragements were also applied towards civil officials. They, as well as punishments,
had the aim to strengthen the bureaucratic system of the Russian Empire, to make a liegeman ofthe
monarchal will out of every official. The encouragements were widely used by the Imperial government
in order to provide numerous state institutions by the necessary quantity of officials and in order to
motivate the officialdom for better performance. In this regard, the most effective and time-proven
incitements applied in the Ukrainian lands was awarding ranks and orders [9]. But awarding civil
officials with orders took place infrequently and mostly referred to those who held higher posts.
Moreover, many civil officials received orders not in civil, but proceeding military service.

Imperial promotion according to The Table of Ranks played an extremely important role in
the Ukrainian lands. In the second half of the eighteenth century the rank was used as one ofthe
mechanisms of Ukrainian service elite inclusion to the bureaucratic system ofthe Russian Empire.
Owing to the rank an official received benefits, occupied a more privileged place in society, identified
himself as a representative of the authority, which raised his prestige. After the loss of the autonomy
of'the Ukrainian lands the rank became both a mechanism and an incentive for Ukrainian officials
which allowed them to adapt to new conditions of life in multi-ethic empire. There was a practice of
awarding Ukrainian civil officials with Russian standard ranks even before the implementation ofall
Imperial legislation in the Ukrainian lands. It could be estimated as a preparation for jomning Russian
and Ukrainian bureaucratic systems.

In general, owing to ranks and orders many Ukrainian officials could satisty their social, material
and career requirements in new sociopolitical realities, which had been developing on the Ukrainian
lands from the end of'the eighteenth— the beginning of nineteenth centuries [ 7, p. 258-276].
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One of the most prestigious awards was the assignation of land allotments in the property of
officials. Only public servants of the highest ranks who hold highstate posts could reckon on such
encouragement. But the representatives of Ukrainian service elite who descended from Cossack
starshyna could obtain from Russian government rank lands in Left-bank and Sloboda Ukraine for
perpetual use in the second half ofthe eighteenth century. Before, the rank lands were only given to
the Cossacks for the period of service. The assignment of these lands in perpetual use favoured the
establishment of Ukrainian elite’s loyalty to Russian government. Although such type of awards was
used extremely rarely [5].

At the beginning of the nineteenth century the government complicated the chance to receive
ranks and orders and entirely cancelled awarding with lands. Financial encouragements came into
wider use. The officials were also rewarded with service medals, gifts, gratitudes, etc. This was
connected to the expanding of bureaucracy and expensiveness of its maintaining. These changes
were common to all the regions ofthe Russian Empire. During the first part ofthe nineteenth century
awards and motivations used by the government towards civil officials were finally systematized — a
certain list of encouragements as well as the conditions of officials’ rewarding were defined.

Thus, the institution of state service established during the period of the Russian Empire firmly
entered the life of Ukrainian society together with all its positive and negative attributes. It outlasted
not only the Empire, but also the Soviet Union by adjusting successfully to command administrative
economy. Nowadays, having experienced minor alternations, this institution continues its existence
in many post-Soviet countries, including Ukraine. But in the end of the nineteenth century the Russan
Imperial bureaucratic system completely changed national Ukrainian administrative practices. At
first sight it resulted in quick and complete assimilation of Ukrainian service mass into Imperial
bureaucratic environment, but civil officialdom in the Ukrainian lands, and mostly Ukrainian by
origin, during the end of the eighteenth — the first half of the nineteenth centuries managed to save a
range of specific features, which distinguished Ukrainian officials against general background of
governmental administrative branch of the Russian Empire.

DWELLING AS THELIFE BASIS OF UKRAINIANS

Article deals with the interior of dwellings in Chernihiv-Siverskyi region (in the 2nd half
of the XVIII — Ist half of the XIX cent.). On the example of towns Baturyn, Glukhiv, Borzna and
Krolevets the article deals with the house interiors of the population of Chernihovo-Sivershchyna
(the second half of the XVIII — mid. XIX cent.). The analysis is based on considerable descriptive
material concerning Ukrainian customs and way of life that has accumulated in the middle and
especially in the second half of the XIX cent. and led to scientific adjusted conclusion about the
comparative characteristics of Ukrainians and Russians. This topic was researched by M.
Markevych, 1. Sreznevskyi, P. Kulish and others. A significant contribution to the study of this
subject belongs to historian M. Kostomarov, who singled Ukrainian cultural and traditional
existential complex out of all-Russian complex, that was considered unified for more than three
centuries of coexistence within a single empire. Also, this article characterizes the division of
the house on special parts and identifies the main sacred centres of the house. The attention is
given to the fact that the Ukrainian housing is associated with many beliefs and rituals. It
indicates that the dwelling-house reflects not only peoples ideological and artistic heritage,
but also a pragmatic idea. After all, the house seemed a model of nature and the universe,
which protected both physically and spiritually. We know that house was not only a place where
the family spent most of its life, but it was the family hearth around which ancient and beautiful
traditions were preserved.

The author emphasizes the deep symbolic ritual value that Ukrainians gave to all subjects
of domestic interior and the lyrical attachment to their place of residence. After all, the house
had a kind of sacred meaning for its tenants, that is why, to the house and all domestic things
people gave some philosophical content. Complexity of representations of the world for humans
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began from the dwelling and was a dominant through all life. It is revealed that a Ukrainian
house with its aesthetic appearance and its interior in particular, is an important factor in
the understanding of the Ukrainian people and makes the character unique, and one that
is very different from the characteristics of other nations. The author concluded that this
topic needs a further study.

PARTICIPATION OF SOVIET UKRAINE ATHLETES IN INTERNATIONAL
COMPETITIONS IN 1920’s

The article discovers a participation of Soviet Ukraine athletes in international
competitions in 1920's. The paper emphasizes that the topic has not been a subject of
complex scientific research yet. There are only few sides discovered in the articles of
Ukrainian scientists. Archives of state and public institutions preserves documents and
materials, which are an important source for studying direct participation of Ukrainian
sports delegations and individual athletes in international competitions. The object of our
interest is international cultural relations of the Soviet Ukraine. The subject of the paper is
participation of teams and individual athletes in international football, athletics and other
competitions. Objectives of research are: to show the first steps of Soviet Ukraine on its
way to international recognition through different sports competitions, to identify the
ideological influence on the development of Soviet sport; to find out the status of institutional
and functional level of Ukrainian delegations in the international sport area. It is also
important to establish bilateral connections and representative status of international sport
teams in Ukraine on public, regional and national levels. It is noted that the Soviet
government assigned the role of sport as a part of politics and propaganda in domestic
and international area. Ukraine had the organizational and functional institutions that
coordinated sport development, representing the republic at international and all-union
competitions. Trips abroad were taken by Ukrainian functionaries, coaches and athletes to
adopt physical culture and sport development experience from Western countries. In mid-
1920 the first among Ukrainian athletes were not professional sportsmen but amateur football
players. Ukrainian SSR was represented on the international arena by players of football,
volleyball, handball, basketball, track and field etc. The sport component of international
relations of Soviet Ukraine was widely covered by the republican press. The article shows
that during the first half of 1920s. system of Soviet sport was established. The second half
of 1920s. is marked with intensification of contacts between Ukrainian and international
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athletes. At this time a nationwide and all-union sports competition in contrast to the Olympic
Games were held and the athletes from around the world were involved. It is proved that
during 1920th. Ukraine had a great variety of international sport relations.

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FRIENDS, FAMILY AND KINSHIP TIES IN THE UKRAINIAN INSURGENT ARMY

Family ties and influence have been argued as very influential in creating a nationally
conscious western Ukrainian generation who then joined the UPA during the Second World
War. However, these kinship ties have not been analyzed. This article looks at the way in which
familial relationships created the opportunity for western Ukrainians to join the UPA and their
experiences with family members during their time in the insurgency. It also examines the danger
that many family members were placed in because of a family member s decision to join the fight
against the Germans and Soviets.

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As Ukrainian women were introduced and indoctrinated into the Ukrainian Insurgent Army
(UPA), they became the link between the underground, its leadership and the community by being
able to move around within their respective territories as couriers, guides and nurses. They also
represented the wider family link that many in western Ukraine had to the UPA. These familial
relationships were used to mobilize individuals into the insurgency. Personal relationships became
important for recruitment because “resisters were primarily recruited through family and socio-
professional channels” [1, p. 143]. Kinship and family ties among UPA member’s helps explains
why so many siblings and other family relations joined the UPA during the war. Familial recruitment
was not only important to Ukrainian females but also to Ukrainian males — through this process, groups
of friends (direct family members were usually, but not always, split up) began to create family bonds.
These solidarity ties were then maintained and strengthened in the first stages of the individual’s
involvement “when a clandestine group first took shape” [2, p. 177]. This article examines the
family connections that were used both as a motivational factor to join the UPA and as a danger.
In this way, recruitment was made easier with an already existing link to the underground
association in the form of either a friend or family member and a certain level of trust was built
around that relationship. However, once that link was established, it also became a way to trace
back UPA members by Soviet security organs.

Unfortunately, like many aspects of the history of the UPA, kinship studies has been very
limited. The most one can conclude from UPA historiography is that the family environment had
an influence on western Ukrainians in joining the UPA [3, c. 169]. It has also been established
that these family links were also exploited by the Soviet Union’s security organs as a way to
threatened UPA members [4, p. 292]. Kinship studies in general, have been fairly limited with the
most research on the topic done on the Zapatista Army of National Liberation in Mexico. Kinship,
as a role in the recruitment process to the Zapatista Army, spread the word for recruitment
amongst Zapatista members and made recruitment easier because of existing links to the movement
[5, p. 169]. Furthermore, Paula Schwartz also noticed that women in the French Resistance who
were either affiliated with or were members of the French Communist Party assumed the link
between the underground and the leadership because they were able to move around more freely
within French occupied society [6, p. 128]. These women too acted as not only the visible link of
the population to the French Resistance but were also influential in recruiting others. The kinship
studies of the UPA can most closely be linked to this particular movement and needs further
examining and analysis.

For those joining the UPA, having a pre-existing link with the underground helped them
leave their homes and find shelter and support in the UPA. Yevhen Shtendera recalled that he
knew all of those who went into the UPA when he did because they were from a neighbouring
village, and they were all arrested together [7]. Ivan Lyko was also influenced by his friends’
involvement with the insurgency and that was the final push he needed to join himself. His old
friend Bober was most influential, because he was also a part of the OUN — this established an
already existing link between Lyko’s own nationalist intentions and also gave the insurgency a
familiarity that would not have existed if Bober was not already a part of it [8, c. 26, 29]. The
same link was seen in Andrij Kordan’s involvement with the UPA — although it was not obvious
to him at first: he was being recruited into the OUN-UPA by his Ukrainian police station commander
Kotsur during the war, a 25-30 year old who was strongly determined to educate Kordan in the
ways of the OUN. Kordan’s experience was typical of those recruited from the Ukrainian Auxiliary
Police as they eventually joined the UPA mainly by the doings of their commander. In Kordan’s
case his senior officer in the Auxiliary Police mobilized the whole unit to march from their German
positions into the forests in 1943 [9, c. 55, 62].

Personal relationships were also instrumental in helping would-be UPA members in escaping
from their native villages and gaining contacts with the underground network. Kateryna Pipka
was rescued by her male friends from a Polish attack in April 1944 [10, c. 78]. After this attack,
she was invited to join the UPA by her friends. Danylo Shumuk joined in 1943 because of his
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personal relationship with a fellow teacher. As a disillusioned communist, it was those links that
gained him the trustworthy reputation within the Nationalist camp (through an old OUN member)
and gave him a way out of German persecution. As he stated: “/ joined the UPA because I was
already linked to the Nationalists” through Nina, that female teacher [11]. Joining the UPA
was an individual decision and was made either early on (as Andrij Kordan did) or later during the
war when a new fear of Polish, German or Soviet actions arose (as was the case of Kateryna
Pipka and Danylo Shumuk). Regardless of when they were made, these decisions were made
easier with the knowledge that there was already some support within the underground organization
from one’s existing friends.

Friendships were a strong incentive in joining the ranks of the UPA. However, family
relations were, by far, the most instrumental in helping Ukrainian men and women join the
insurgency. Family relationships existed within the underground: brothers and sisters talked to
each other about the insurgency, increasing the other’s interest in the organization [12, p. 169]. It
was this grass roots propaganda that helped many siblings (and cousins) join the UPA together
and which similarly allowed one family relation to follow in the footsteps of another. In a typical
description of how his family relations influenced him to join the UPA, Yaroslaw Wijtiw
acknowledged his cousin as his main influence:

I had a cousin there...He told me one day to come to his house after
church and he, how do you say it, influenced me. He told me how to
act, what to do, how the Poles acted, what they did. He later went into
the UPA. And it was about the time I was getting married and he came
to the house to change...and he fell, [the Polish police] killed him. The
police surrounded the house [13].

Maksym Wowk had a cousin, Yaroslav, who joined at the same time as he did (along with
three village friends of his) — but, as he proudly pointed out, he was the first to join up from their
circle of friends [14]. Anna Sadiwnyk, on the other hand, had one brother who was forced to go
to Germany for work while the other went into the UPA in 1943. It was because of this brother
that she learned about the UPA — some of the insurgents held regular meetings in her house after
her brother joined its ranks [15]. Lubomyr Tutski also had close family relations who were tied
with the UPA: his three brothers and two close friends joined at the same time in 1946 and were
all involved in the insurgency until he was arrested in Czechoslovakia [16]. The timing of this
volunteerism was certainly beneficial: the majority of recruits were teenagers or young adults
and did not have the responsibility of raising a family. With this freedom from childbearing and
childrearing responsibilities, the likelihood of women (and men) joining the UPA was increased
[17,p. 151]. Young women who were married and had children were usually juggling work (either
in the rural fields or in the city buildings) and home life — their children became barriers to
underground work [18, p. 214; 24, p. 17]. Being unobstructed by work or family, many young
adults joined the insurgency because there were no barriers in their way.

Family relations were also very instrumental in recruiting women UPA members. Natalka
Kosarchyn-Marunchak, for example, was placed in the protective services of the UPA by her
brother Yaroslav. As the front neared L’ viv, she went into the forest while he stayed behind — this
was made easier by the fact that her family “was already used to “forest life”. [Her] older
sister went into the forests with her husband” Natalka even helped her sister Olia move her
children into protective services before she was placed alongside a doctor and a pharmacist and
moved to a training camp [19, c. 264]. The protective environment that the UPA offered was also
taken up by parents when their children were in danger. Along with Olia’s children being
taken in, Peter Potichnyj’s mother persuaded him to join in order for him to be taken away
from their native village of Pavlokoma which was being destroyed by the Polish communist
army. Through her efforts, Peter and the group of men who took him with them, managed to
escape the village encirclement and eventually joined the UPA [20, p. 45]. “Kalyna” and

“Nazar” also joined the UPA because they, like Peter Potichnyj were from Pavlokoma and were
in need of somewhere safe to go [21].

Due to the many siblings that joined the UPA, parents were at times left with no information
regarding their children. Yaroslava Levkovych’s mother had four daughters who were all members:
LEVKOVYCH: There were four of us and you just couldn't imagine. A

mother has a daughter right?

Interviewer: Yes

LEVKOVYCH: It pains her when you go off somewhere but my parents
prepared us well for the underground. What my mother went through.
She didn't know anything about me until 1952 from 1944. About my sister
she only heard about in 1955...can you believe that?...And now you know
what my mother went through but we all came back [alive] [22].

Parents were usually supportive of their children’s decision to join the insurgency, mainly because
they knew the troubles that lay ahead if their children stayed at home. Larysa Tomchuk-Medvedchuk’s
father, for instance, told his daughter to “Go child, and when the war ends, God willing, you
will go study to become a doctor” [23, c¢. 108] when she left to go into a medical training camp
run by the UPA. As already mentioned, unmarried women with no children were the ideal candidates
for joining insurgencies and guerrilla movements due to a lack of barriers to keep them at home
[24, p. 17]. The majority of women in the UPA were childless because they were either too
young or still in school. However, they were still children and there certainly was concern from
their parents — Marianne Baran’s mother for instance did not know if her daughter died in a Polish
ambush because there was no way of getting contacts through [25].

With so many siblings and family relations within the UPA, its members did their best to take
care of each other: Daria Husiak recalled that she had many cousins in the UPA:

There was some from my mother s side and some from my father s. How
many were there? There were two from my father s side and they were
about my age, some younger or older. But I think most were a bit older
than me. And two other from my mother s side. Those two also worked
in the Ukrainian police, but later, but I don t want to get into the details
about their lives. But basically they didn't want to serve the Germans
anymore and the Ukrainian police had close ties with the OUN. And at
that time my sister was arrested by the Germans and [the UPA] helped
her escape [26].

Daria Husiak’s sisters were involved with the underground work of the OUN and, because
of the family link between the OUN propaganda network and the militant actions of the
UPA, Daria’s sister survived the war. Paraskewia Hrycaj was also involved with the UPA
as a courier and liaison officer and her family helped her in her endeavours. When her
shoes were ruined by the tough terrain she was constantly trekking during her UPA duties,
she came home, and her shoes were taken to a neighbour who, as well as being a cobbler, also
had a son in the UPA. While she rested, her sister went to a neighbour’s house looking for the
regional commanders that Hrycaj had to report to and her brother brought back her shoes. Her
sister eventually came back and told her that the commanders “are there and will continue to
be at the Bajus house”. When Hrycaj finally managed to deliver the mail, it was in part due to
the help of her family members [27].

The bonds that linked UPA members with their communities were ironically also the same
bonds that placed them in danger of arrest, deportation and death. Nationalist “collaborators”
(as was their formal Soviet title) were usually denounced by a neighbour [28, p. 788]. The reasons
for the denunciation were their own. Some passed on information in order to protect themselves,
as the case of Mykhailo Dobhyj proves. Dobhyj was a veteran of the SS Galicia Division and
agreed to work for the MGB (the Ministry of State Security of the USSR) for a lower prison
sentence [29]. Others like Oleksander Patomkin wanted to protect their position amongst the
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newly formed Soviet society. He was asked to report on the Ukrainian population in order to get
a transfer back to his medical clinic in Leningrad [30]. Still others wanted to secure some material
benefits like the local villager who exposed Javdokia Kochmaryk while others did so because
they truly did believe in the Soviet political state [31]. However, it cannot be denied that a large
number of villagers voluntarily went to the NKVD and other Soviet authorities to denounce
OUN-UPA members and their families [32, p. 26; 33, p. 751; 34, p. 304-305]. A large number of
these denunciations were made for very personal reasons, usually as retaliations against personal
attacks. Hanna Klumchyk, for example, was denounced by a local village boy because she rejected
his marriage proposal with the statement: “If you were the last man on Earth and I was the last
woman, I still wouldn 't marry you!” [35]. These personal vendettas were typical for those who
denounced Nationalist supporters.

Those who joined the UPA had various reasons, including the actions of the occupying powers
and the deeds of their neighbours. However, it was also the ties that the UPA had to the local community
and the familial ties within the organization itself that also effected the actions of western Ukrainians.
These ties represented a greater family to them - the insurgency itself. The UPA became a familial
unit to many of its members and the kinship that was felt amongst immediate family members was
transferred to their fellow soldiers and commanders. For example, Yaroslaw Wijtiw openly cried over
the death of his commander, even though he died years after the insurgency while residing in Canada
[36]. The experiences that these men and women had in the UPA affected their lives and their
relationships: many have remained in close contact with their fellow insurgents while others have
suffered greatly for their actions in the UPA. Above all, as this article points out, the people that joined
the UPA influenced its rank and file just as the UPA influenced its members, their families and familial
ties and relationships. However, far more needs to be done in order to completely understand how
kinship ties influenced UPA recruitment.

THE MEDITERRANEAN POLICY OF FRANCE: J.-B. COLBERT (1619-1683)

In the article examines the French Mediterranean policy of the rulling circles in the
XVII, in particular, the place and importance in its development finance minister of Louis
X1V, Jean-Baptiste Colbert (1619-1683). Drawing on a broad base of sources, including
official correspondence, memorands, the author analyzes the factors in the genesis of the
foreign in colonial form of interaction between the French ruling circles with the
Mediterranean Maghreb. On a moment, when Colbert concentrated state affairs in the
hands, Mediterranean politics of France had deep historical roots. Her sources are in an
epoch cross hikes, agreements between France and Turkey and other important events of
the examined period. Becoming of the national state and realization of own national
priorities, as is generally known, showed up in the serious crisis of the christian world.
Brilliant diplomacy of cardinal Richelieu in Europe showed birth of principle of “state
interest” in international politics, being higher than dynastic and religious values. Certainly,
these changes were reflected in Mediterranean politics of France at J.-B. Colbert. It is
possible to assert that Colbert complemented colonial conception of Richelieu, putting at
the first place commercial benefits from colonization. Nevertheless, in the Mediterranean
region a situation was often determined by a competition between France and other European
countries, priority value of European policy for France.

Drawn conclusion about expedience of peacekeeping for frenchmen with state formations
of North Africa in an examined period. Colbert aimed to agree with them, counteracting to the
analogical attempts of englishmen in Tanger. However Colbert could conduct colonization of
region, as the states of North Africa applied on an independent role in a voice process.In these
terms for frenchmen the question was only about trade contacts with North Africa. However in
consciousness of the French statesmen existence of colonies had to reflect interests of metropolis.
The states of North Africa could not accept such terms and exactly from here frequent soldiery
conflicts take an origin between France and NorthAfrican states. In turn, priority of European
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policy for French king yet more complicated the process of realization of Mediterranean policy
of Colbert force to defend her necessity for unfavorable terms.

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS OF PHOTOVOLTAICS
IN THE 50-ies OF XX CENTYRY

This article presents the historical reconstruction of events that led to intensive
development of photovoltaics in the 50-ies years of the twentieth century. Experimental
and theoretical research in the field of photovoltaic cells to 50-ies years of the twentieth
century were analyzed. The role of Edmund Becquerel, Willoughby Smith, William Adams,
Richard Day, Charles Frittz, Albert Einstein in the development of physical principles of
photovoltaic cells was determined. It was shown that up to 50 years of the twentieth century
the development Photovoltaics had a significant impact on the industry as the effectiveness
of existing at the time of photovoltaic cells not allow them to compete with electric generators.
The objective conditions of photovoltaics were advances in the development of silicon
transistors, the industry needs to create autonomous energy sources and a broad
interdisciplinary cooperation in scientific research. Perseverance, hard work, courage and
unselfish sscientific mutual prominent researchers Kevin Fuller, Gerald Pearson and Daryl
Chapin are subjective conditions of rapid development photovoltaic. These scientists have
withstood the attacks of competitors, disbelief own leadership through effective marketing
and development to ensure its implementation and further development of the industry.
They developed of the new physical approaches to optimize structural and technological
solutions of the efficient photovoltaic cells on the silicon base. Objective and subjective
preconditions led to a significant increase in the efficiency of photovoltaic cells on the
silicon base compared with existing industrial analogues on the selenium base. It is possible
to use photovoltaic cells as energy spacecraft and organize industrial production.
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Organization of stimulated further improve the efficiency of photovoltaic cells and the
search for new fields of application.

Agricultural history is not only the study of traditional humanity culture, and agricultural
civilizations, covering in the last age a large part of the population of Eastern Europe. This area
of historical science is interesting to applied thematic sections — both political and social history
of the peasantry, provocative economic and cultural influence of the urban environment on the
village. The revolutionary events of the early XX century in the Russian Empire, which was
instantly drawn the peasantry, just set a precedent to research the agrarian society from this
point of view. The verges of socio-political history of the peasantry converge in the work of the
Ukrainian historian Dmitrii Kudinov who synthesized the experience of the historiography of
the peasant movement in the Russian part of Ukraine at the beginning of the last century. The
ideology of the peasantry, the peasant anti-semitism and anti-jewish pogroms, party doctrine
decisions ofthe agrarian-peasant question, the activities of the all-Russian peasant union, memoirs
of party members and ordinary witnesses ofthe revolutionary events in the village, forms and
methods of peasant struggle, “agrarian discourse” by the language of peasant petitions — all
of this find a place in the monograph, thematically limited by nine provinces of the Russian
Empire, within which is located the modern Ukraine. Despite the fact that Ukraine past is
inseparable from Russia in the chronological framework of the research — this is the history of
Ukraine. The emphasis on the Ukrainian peasantry and the Ukrainian national party, which
launched its activities in a rural province, clearly talking of itself.

Dmitrii Kudinov in the dialogue with historians of past and present chose two approaches:
the presentation of certain topics is carried out in a phased manner accordingly to the
development of national historical science (pre-october period, the soviet historical science,
modern (post-soviet) historiography) or has a problematic character. This decision somewhat
disorients the reader, but however, is the conscious choice of the author how to introduce
the book presentation about the subject and the various epochs of historical science the
best way. For example, the historiography of all-Russian peasant union activities is
described in such a way that, of course, does not remove the book from some repetition.
The role of the author is manifested not in retelling the works of other researchers, but in the
search oftruth by using the language of agrarian and historical narrative. Actually, the appeal of
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historiographer to the comparative analysis, typology and other methods of scientific research
has greatly facilitated this task.

The characteristic of D. Kudinov*‘s work is referring to a personal sense of history,
expressed in the memoirs. Constructing the past through memory is an indispensable part of
human display of the past. The author at the same level of research interest is considered both
the memories and research, but between its there is no the mark of identity. From my point of
view, the selection of the memoirs in the context of peasant movements research is fully deserves
the separate historiographical research that can wish to the author.

Overall, the work gives a positive impression and creates a space for reflection. The
history of Ukraine presents from a new side — peasant guerrilla — the predecessor of agrarian
movements known for its drama and energy during the civil war (including the anarchist
insurrectional movement of Nestor Makhno). However, the author should pay more attention
to foreign historiography that will connect the historical study of Western and Soviet
historiography, and perhaps, influence the creative collaboration of modern scientists.
